2) A research paper or a report on classroom activities should consist of a 20-minute presentation and

a 10-minute Q & A period. Workshops and colloquia are allotted 90 minutes, and poster sessions

entail a 60-minute period for explanation.

a) Type of proposal (research paper, report on classroom activities, poster session, workshop, or

colloquium); b) Title of proposal; c) Information about applicant(s): name, affiliation, e-mail address,

phone number; d) Language for presentation (English or Japanese); ) Language requested for peer

review (English or Japanese); f) Equipment required.

B) Abstract & Summary:

a) Anonymous; abstract of approximately 400 words for review, (Mention should be made of the

purpose of the research, background, methods, conclusion, necessary references.), and b) Summary of

approximately 200 words for the conference program.

#< Confirmation of the receipt of your proposal will be sent by e-mail within three days after its

receipt. If you do not receive a confirmation message, please inform the office as soon as possible.

4) Submission deadline: September 15, 2011.

5) Selection of the proposals will be carried out by the Reviewing Committee.

6) Notification of acceptance will be sent from the office within a month after the deadline.
