The Title Should Clearly and Simply Summarize the Main Idea of the Paper

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ABSTRACT

The abstract should describe the purpose and content of the paper.  Beginning with the most important information, the abstract should include only the four or five key concepts, findings, or implications.  All abbreviations and acronyms need to be defined.  Every sentence should be clear and informative.  The abstract should be brief and not exceed 200 words.

I. INTRODUCTION 

The Introduction section presents the problem being investigated and describes the research approach.  The APA Publication Manual (2009) states that when writing the Introduction, the background of the study should be described.  While relevant literature should be presented, an exhaustive historical review is not necessary.  The intention is to show a logical continuity between earlier and current work. If controversial issues are included, this should be done fairly.
The Introduction should describe the purpose and rationale of the study.  Once the research topic and related literature have been presented, this should be followed by an explanation of the research approach used to solve the problem.

II. METHOD

The purpose of the Method section is to describe how the study was done.  The description should enable readers to determine the reliability and validity of the results obtained, as well as to replicate the study if necessary.  This section is generally divided into labeled subsections, which describe the participants or subjects, the materials, and the procedure. 
1. Participants

The APA Publication Manual (2009) emphasizes that a description of the research subjects is needed so that the results can be evaluated and comparisons be made.  Furthermore, the sample should be representative.

2. Procedure

The subsection on procedure should summarize each stage of the research project.

III. RESULTS
The data collected and the statistical or data analytic treatments used should be summarized in the Results section.  A description of the data should provide enough detail to warrant the conclusions.

1. Tables and figures.

When describing the data, it is important to use the most appropriate medium to clearly and economically display the information.  Summarizing the results and the analysis in tables or figures is generally preferable.

The Discussion section should begin with a clear statement of support or nonsupport for the original hypotheses.  It should also highlight the importance of the findings.

The Conclusion section should include commentary on the importance of your findings.  This section also describes the limitations of the study and provides suggestions for further research.
