We are very pleased that there were over 140 people, a record attendance, at the last Kansai
chapter annual autumn convention held on October 12 at Osaka Women's University (Osaka Joshi
Daigaku). Also unprecedented was the number of research presentations, eighteen in all. The speakers
shared ideas and discussed the results of their research with enthusiastic audiences.

We believe that the conference plays a vital role in promoting scholarship contributing to the
improvement of the way English is taught and learned and we hope to receive just as many, or even
more, proposals for the next spring conference, to be held on June 5th at the University of Marketing
and Distribution Sciences (Ryutsu Kagaku Daigaku). We expect that many young scholars, including
graduate students, will send proposals, as they did last time. We also hope that the number of
presentations in English will increase so as to encourage a wide range of participants who can work

together for the achievement of our common objective.

Conference Presentation Proposals (English Version)

Members of the JACET Kansai Chapter are invited to present proposals for research papers,
reports on classroom activities, and workshops. Conditions and procedure for proposals are as follows:
1) Proposed topics should be relevant to English education and related fields.

2) The proposed material should not have been presented elsewhere.

3) A research paper or a report on classroom activities should consist of a 20-minute presentation and a
10-minute Q&A period. With regard to workshops, please contact the JACET Kansai office for
details.

4) The following proposal forms A and B should be prepared on separate sheets and submitted to the
JACET Kansai office either by E-mail (attached documents) or by post (with 'proposal form
enclosed' indicated on the envelope in red). These forms for proposals are available from the Web
page (http://www.ryukoku.seikyou.ne.jp/home/87858/).

A) Application form: a) Type of proposal (research paper, report on classroom activities or workshop);
b) Title of proposal; ¢) Information about applicant: name, affiliation, postal address, phone number,

facsimile number, e-mail address; d) Language for presentation; ¢) Equipment required.
With regard to c), if this is a group proposal, please indicate all members.

B) Abstract: anonymous; about 300-400 words. (Some mention should be made of the purpose of the

research; background; methods; conclusion; references.)

5) Proposals must arrive at the JACET Kansai office by no later than February 20, 2004.

6) Selection of the proposals will be carried out by the Reviewing Committee.

7) Notification of acceptance will be sent from the office within a month after the deadline.
